Procedure
I. Organizing a lesson. Greetings.
II. Phonetic warm-up.

Teacher: Do you agree with me then we can change the climate and then the weather on our planet? 

Pupil 1: I agree with you because we change our planet. And it influence on our health.
Pupil 2: I think when we pollute our planet we change the climate and the weather on it.
Teacher: How can we stop these changes?

Pupil 3: We can recycle paper. We can use bikes instead of cars. We can protect animals and trees.
