Тема: «English homes»
Lesson 8
The subject of the lesson: English homes

The objectives of the lesson: 

· to practise the vocabulary on the topic,
· to develop pupils' reading and speaking skills on the topic,
· to practise pupils in using object pronouns her, me, him, them, us;
     -          to train pupils' memory, logical thinking.
Teaching aids and  teaching materials:  the text-book, the pictures for pronunciation drills, cards, smart board, video with Good-morning song.
The type of the lesson: combined lesson.
                                             The lesson’s procedure
1. Preliminaries:
Greeting:
Teacher: Good morning, good morning, 

                Good morning to you. 

Pupils:    Good morning, dear teacher. 

                We are glad to see you. 
Teacher: Well, children, I am glad to see you too. It’s a wonderful morning today, let’s sing our Good-morning song! 
Teacher and pupils sing together (the song is performed on the smart board): 

Good morning to you. Good morning. Good morning.

Good morning, Mr. Rooster. Cock-a-doodle-doo. 

Good morning. Good morning. Good morning to you.

Good morning, Mr. Rooster. Cock-a-doodle-doo.  (3 times). 

Presenting the subject of the lesson and its aims: 
Teacher: Dear pupils, today we are going to speak about English people’s homes. But to start with I want you to present your greeting cards for your friends or relatives you’ve prepared at home for today’s lesson. (homework checking-up, Ex. 5 p. 47). 
Pronunciation drill

Teacher: Well done, children. Now listen and repeat after me: 
Once upon a time there lived a Mouse. - [au] – (pupils repeat [au])
One day the Mouse went to the field to get some seeds to eat - [ i:] – (pupils repeat 
[ i:]). Suddenly the Mouse saw a fire [aiə] - (pupils repeat [aiə]), and the Mouse said: “Oh!” – (pupils repeat [ou]). “I must take care [ɛə]” – (pupils repeat [ɛə]) the Mouse said. There was a well near her house [au] - and the Mouse watered the fire (pupils repeat [aiə]) and it died out. The mouse was happy (pupils repeat [au]). (The story is presented with the pictures)
Teacher: Well, children, can you name two words with the same sounds? 

Pupils: House and mouse 

Teacher: What common sound do they have? 

Pupils: [au]. 

Teacher: Yes, that’s right. Can you say any other words with this sound? 

Pupils: a cow, a cloud, around. 

The Plot
I. Pre-reading 
Teacher: Look at the blackboard and repeat after me: “East or West, home is best”. And one more: “There is no place like home”. These are the well-known English proverbs which mean “Всюди добре, а вдома найкраще». Do you agree?
Pupils: Yes, we do. The best place for us is our home. 
Teacher: Now open your books at page 48 and look at the photo. Answer my questions: 

· What room do you see in the photo? 

· Where is the fireplace situated? 
· What can you see on the fireplace? 

· What is there in the centre of the room? 

· How many tables are there in the room? 

· Is there a lamp in the room and where is it situated? 

Teacher: Well, pupils, let’s read the text of Ex. 1 p. 48 about the English homes. Pay attention to the new words you can find in it: 

Own [əʋn] власний

Floor [flɔː] поверх 
II. Reading the text “English Homes” (pupils read and translate the text).
III. Post-Reading

Teacher: Look at the questions of Ex. 2 p. 49 and answer them in pairs. 
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Teacher: Well, children, have you got a room of your own? Imagine you have a chance to furnish it as you like. Look at the pictures, choose four things you need in your room and say what are they?
Teacher: Ok, pupils, that was excellent! And here comes the time to have a rest. Let’s do our merry exercise! (Both teacher and the pupils do exercise “Head, shoulders, knees and toes”)
Teacher: Well done, children, sit down, please. We have to continue our work. Now let’s look at Ex. 3 p. 49. Whom can you see in the photo? What is the girl’s name? Where is she from? 

Teacher: Well, that’s right. This is Janet and she is from England. And you see that Janet wants to know about your flats or houses. Can you tell her about your homes? 
(2 – 3 pupils describe their homes). 

Teacher: Thank you very much. Now Janet sees that you have comfortable homes. And now let’s repeat objective pronouns and do Ex. 4 p. 49. 
Teacher: So, let’s repeat the rhyme about pronouns (in chorus).  
Hometask: Ex. 5 p. 49, get ready for the test. 
Summing-up:
Teacher: Today we have worked productively. Thank you for your excellent work and for cooperation. You are clever, active and nice. Please, put your success cards to the proper place of the staircase of success (it is placed on the blackboard).
