ROUND THE CALENDAR

Topic: Welcome to the world of fairy tales
Aims: 

· to revise students’ vocabulary of the topic;
· to revise and practice the use of English tenses;

· to develop students’  listening and reading skills;

· to stimulate speaking activities;

· to acquaint students with works of English writers;
· to bring up love to the literature.
Level:  elementary

Introduction 

In this lesson students practise listening, reading and speaking skills while working with the text. The grammar focus is English tenses ‘Present Simple’ and ‘Past Simple’. 

Procedure

Lead-in: Picture description

· Demonstrate students a few pictures with seasons to the text and make students describe them.

· Announce the topic and the aims of the lesson.
Task 1: Comment on the proverb

· Demonstrate the proverb ‘Everything is good in its season.’ on the blackboard/screen.
· Invite students to say whether they agree or not with it.
· Encourage students to comment on the proverb giving their own examples.

Task 2: Speaking quiz

· Introduce three questions to students:

What is your favourite season?

How can you describe it?

What do you like to do in your favourite season?
· Choose four students to write down their answers on the blackboard while other students share their ideas orally.

· Encourage students who are at the blackboard to complete their answers with 

other students’ ideas.

· Give a snowflake/ a flower/ a sun/ a rain drop (made of paper) to every student according to their favourite seasons. 

Task 3: Listening to the text

· Invite students to listen to the text ‘The Selfish Giant’.

· Play a CD with the text.

· Encourage students to ask some questions to get the additional information if they need to.

· Play the CD once more.

Task 4: Reading

· Invite students to read the text one by one.

· Correct students’ pronunciation if it is wrong.

 Task 5: Answering the questions

· Students answer the questions to the text.

· They prove their answers with the information from the text.

· Students compare their answers to the last question and find that one they all agree with.

Task 6: Group work

· Join students into 4 groups according to their favourite seasons (remember their answers in Task 2).

· Students look at the pictures and discuss them.

· With the help of the pictures students tell the story to the class.

Hometask

· Give students the hometask to role-play the story.

Assessment

· Give marks to students.

Summary

· Ask students to answer why the text is named ‘The Selfish Giant’.

· Finish the lesson.
